Logistics for Public Health Day Tables at the Legislature
February 5, 2020
The NM Alliance of Health Alliance & NM Dept. of  Health will provide the tables and chairs – two chairs for each table. Bring your own table cloths. We will have some plastic ones available in case you don’t have one.

1. You can set up any time after 7:30 AM. There is 30 minute parking for people to bring in materials. 
Heading from the Plaza to the State House on Old Santa Fe Trail you go by the State House and take a right on Paseo de Peralta and then take your first right into the parking lot. The 30 minute parking is at the end of the lot – there are signs. It can get crowded so the earlier the better.

2. For longer term parking there is a parking garage on Galisteo. When you come out of the short term
parking you turn right on Paseo de Peralta and then right on Galisteo. The parking garage is on 
your right. There is no charge for parking. Because there is a booth people get confused, but there
is no charge. This garage fills up, but if you are early enough you should find a space. You can also park
in the parking lot across the street from the State House near the Pera Building. 
3. If you have a banner that you would like hung in the Rotunda you can bring it to room 211 and they 
 will hang it for you. You can remove it yourself when you are ready to leave. Legislative Building Services will remove it later in the day if you haven’t. Please remember to pick it up at Room 211.

4. Please note that you cannot hang anything on the walls in the East & West Halls of History. This
is where the tables will be located.


5. There are a limited number of electrical outlets available, but you will need to bring you own extension
cords. We will provide tables near the outlets on a first come first serve basis. If you let us know in
advance we will reserve one for you.


At noon we will have a public program in the Rotunda. The flyer for that program is attached.
Please distribute as widely as possible. We need turnout to demonstrate support for public health in New Mexico.
